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R303.1 Habitable Rooms All habitable rooms shall be provided with aggregate glazing area of not less than 8 % 
of the floor area square footage of such rooms.  One-half of the required area of 
glazing shall be openable. ( 4% )

The glazed areas shall not be required when the room has an artificial light source that 
is a permanent part of the dwelling, such as ceiling lights.  Plugging in a lamp does 
not qualify.

Ventilation - The glazed areas need not be openable to meet the 4% requirement when 
the mechanical ventilation system installed is capable of supplying outdoor ventilation of
15 cubic feet per minute per occupant.

Install a minimum of 6 inch make-up air to the HVAC system or provide calculations
from your HVAC contractor.
