The following sections of road are actually closed and should be avoided:

St. Rt. 257 and Hoskins Road

St. Rt. 257 and Radnor Road

Horseshoe Road and St. Rt. 229 intersection all the way to Leonardsburg

Remember, if there is potential flooding on the roadway, the safest thing is to turn your car around
and take a detour.
